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Question 1

The impact of new media technology such as printing, radio, movies, television and
internet is physical and psychological, that is to say it influences our entire senses. This
indicates in particular a problem with sensory numbness and closure. When we feel
excessive stimulation from some physical or psychological cause, the phenomenon of
sensory numbness - where organ senses and functions shut off so we can protect
ourselves — can occurs, and with the advent of electronic media this becomes more
noticeable.

In relation to this, philosopher Yujiro Nakamura explains that, in regards to sensory
closure, "For example, radio, in relation to a writing cultural or visual people, awakens
tribalistic memories, and the sound added to movies has decreased the role of gestures,
tactility and kinesthesia." In addition, he states that, "Any inventions or technologies are
all extensions our bodies or autoamputation, and this extension seeks a new
proportional relationship and equilibrium for other bodily organs and extended bodies.
