Starting from the 2024 academic year, the student dormitory (RIST) will gradually be
shifted to the Sopia Flats, a prefectural housing complex adjacent to the university. The
requests for tenancy will be surveyed in mid-February and the decision of the students who
will live in RIST or the Sopia Flats will be determined via lottery. In either case, entry into

the dormitories will be possible from April 1st onwards.

The personal information collected by IAMAS for the entrance exam will only be used for
the following purposes.

1 Admission paperwork

2 Management of the school register, health services, tuition payment, tuition exemption
and scholarships, and other support services
